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 Five Montana counties, along with 14 Treasure State 
city and tribal agencies, were awarded federal funding in 
July to add law enforcement officers to their rolls. 
 Big Horn, Butte-Silver Bow, Mineral, Roosevelt and 
Sanders counties will receive a total of $1,074,451 for six 
positions from the U.S. Department of Justice via its 
COPS Hiring Recovery Program (CHRP). The three-year 
grants, which vary in size from county to county, require 
the agencies to fund the positions themselves in the 
fourth year or risk being ineligible for future COPS grants.
